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Nutrition and gender are intimately interconnected. The biology of nutrition comes wrapped in the
sociology and politics of how food is produced and consumed and how nutrition services are provided
and used.

Most nutrition initiatives fail to recognize women and girls as right holders themselves.
This then unintentionally focuses on them as a means to see better outcomes in children.
This perspective reinforces the gender stereotype that womanhood equals motherhood. It creates an assumed

separation, when in fact women’s and children’s rights to health and good nutrition are equally important and
can both be met.
